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Themes and Associated Terminology:

1. Trade: products, transportation, monetary systems, precious metals. commerce, industrialization, capitalism, socialism, ideologies

2. Technology:  tools, inventions, specialized equipment, agricultural and pastoral production, science, arts, architecture

3. Demography: changes and continuities in mortality and birth rates and the reasons for it (food supply, disease, wars, medicine, marriage patterns, etc.), pattern of settlement.

4. Human migration: why and where, including push and pull factors such as disease, droughts, new land discoveries, war.

5. Gender roles: social class (elite vs. non-elite; urban vs. rural; settled vs. nomadic); religions and belief systems; roles in politics, family, economy, religion, social and economic classes, racial and ethnic constructions, 

6. Labor: free and un-free labor (slavery, serfdom, indentured servants), paid labor, family labor, communal labor, labor systems, industrialism

7. Political systems and organizations: city-states, nation-states, autocracies, theocracies, etc., stateless-societies; pastoralist societies, political structures and forms of governance, empires, nations, nationalism, revolts and revolutions, regional, trans-regional, and global structures and organization, capitalism, socialism, philosophies, ideologies
