Treaty of Versailles





Articles 1-20: This very first section of the treaty sets up


the League of Nations.





Articles 33-39: This part of the treaty deals


with the formation of an independent Belgium.





Articles 51-79: These deal with the return of the territory


of Alsace-Lorraine to the French.





Article 87-93: Calls for the creation of an independent


Polish state.





Articles 118-158: All these deal with the loss of colonies


that used to belong to Germany and her allies. It states 


that all these colonies are now to be divided amongst


the allies, not given their freedom.





Article 231: Placed the total blame for the war on Germany.





Article 235: Made Germany alone responsible for paying


reparations to France and Britain worth 20,000,000 gold 


marks. This would serve to crush the German economy.





Article 22: Called for peoples within the former Turkish 


State to gain independence, but only after a western power


has a mandate over it for an unspecified amount of time.�

Point 2: Called for open freedom of the seas during


both peacetime and war.





Point3: Called for the ending of tariffs or taxes on


goods from other countries. It wanted equality of 


trade.





Point 5: Self-determination for all colonial peoples 


in the world. Equal consideration for both ethnic 


groups as well as the claims of the governments


that control these areas.





Point 7: Creation of an independent Belgium.





Point 8: Return of the territory of Alsace-Lorraine


to the French from Germany.





Point 12: Called for a keeping of most of the Turkish


State, but that people not Turkish should be allowed t


to form their own nations.
