U.S. President Woodrow Wilson declares war on the Central Powers.

March 1918


Russia, now under the control of the Bolshevik leader Vladimir Lenin, signs the Treaty of Brest-Litovsk with Germany. This ends Germany having to fight a two front war.�

March 1918


Germany opens a massive


attack on the allies in France. They use all their forces from the former Eastern Front, including 6,000 pieces of artillery.

May 1918


Germany has now


marched within just 40 miles of Paris. The war seems like it may end soon.�

At the second Battle of the


Marne, 140,000 fresh American soldiers arrive. The Allies, using 350 tanks and the new allied

November 1918


Germany is the only Central Power who has not surrendered. Running out of supplies and fighting alone, Germany must now face 2 million new U.S. troops. Germans turn on their leaders and the Kaiser is forced to step down. On November 11, 1918 at 11:00 P.M., the war is over.�
